Requisites and Regulations for Film Submissions

The Film Festival welcomes documentaries, fiction, environment, animation and/or
experimental films focusing on mountain environment and mountain sports themes.
Minimum length limit for films is 5 minutes and produced since 2007. Spanish is the
Festival’s official language. Films in other languages should be sent with an Spanish/English
script in writing A summary of the film’s contents and at least two promotional photographs
be sent with the film. Film makers are encouraged to send their personal photographs and
short resumes in CD or DVD.

1.- The Film Festival welcomes documentaries, fiction, environment, animation and/or
experimental films focusing on mountain environment and mountain sports themes.

2.- The international festival of mountain and environment films INKAFEST will take place in
August 2011 in Huaraz ( 15 —21 ) and after will take the peruvian tour INKAFEST 2011.

3. Prizes : VII INKAFEST 2011 will award in cash prizes: Grand Prize; the trophy and cash prize
of § 2.000 US for the best film of the festival. Best peruvia film; the trophy and cash prize of
S 800 US. Other awards would be released on the dates of the festival.

4.- The international jury will announce INKAFEST VIl to the winners on Saturday August 20,
2011 at 8 pm.

5.- Themes: All the ones related to the mountain, alpinism, expeditions, climbing, excursions,
speleology, ski, sport climbing, BASE jump, paragliding, canyoning, kayaking, rafting, adventure,
extreme, ecology, environment, nature protection, flora, fauna, ethnography, mountain
cultures and countries.

6.- If the films is admitted to the contest, the copy entered for the selection will be part of the
festival historical file and it will only be used as internal consultation, promotion INKAFEST(max.
2 min) INKAFEST presentation Pert and without making any profit of it.

7.- Films will be reviewed by an international jury. The selection committee and the
international jury retain the right to classify a film into another category than originally
classified. Their decision is final.

8.- The films selected for competition will be screened from August 15, 2011.

9.- All films will be shown in their original language with Spanish subtitles.

10.- The screening of the films will be carried out in the order established according to the free
discerment of the Organization.
